The overview of museums related to education considers school and pedagogical
museums as museum institutions which have, often as institutions managed by teachers'
associations, strongly promoted innovation in school education (e.g. introduction of new
teaching aids, equipment) since the second half of the 19th century. Connection to the
historical tradition of education and presentation of the contribution of the teachers to
cultural development, often to the establishment of national languages in education for
individual nations, has left a special mark on the education museums in Slavic nations, but
also in France, the Netherlands and before 2009 also in Denmark. School museums, many of
which were re-established following the closing down of small schools after 1970, have
chosen to present the history of education by focusing not on frue museological work; from
collection, research and exhibition to increasingly branched pedagogic activity with lessons
in an old classroom. Regards the internet research of educational museum in Santiago de
Compostela (Galicia, Spain) we know at the beginning of 21th Century exist more than 680
school/educational museums all over the world. Majority of them are active in nearly 30
countries Europe (more than 440 or almost 65%).

This contribution present development of new museum orientation in several national
museums of education in comparison with some others regional, cities and local school
museums and educational collections. The actual specialities and characieristics of a
museum - is better shown through the results of the work (i.e. the collected material,
exhibitions, research activities, traditional lessons from the past and others contacts with
visitors), carried out during the last few decades than through declarations and definitions.
A comparison of museum activities in different school museums opens up issues concerning
the useful experiences of such museums.

The article discusses how through modern exhibitions, events and research different
educational museums in Europe respond to the needs of society to include marginal groups,
present contrasting views, and build tolerance and harmony. A particular emphasis is on
issues concerned with facing up to a problematic past, endeavours for the creation of
democratic values and the presentation of differences in historical experiences. Steps
towards new museum approaches are different from one education museum (o another,
while all connect the old and the new, operate regionally and globally with the experience of
the local environment, and, at the same time, build on the values and contribute to an inter -
generational synergy, new discoveries through research and connections within the society
and international community.
